Morning Sessions in Year 3

PIRATES – Ahoy There!
Much of this terms morning work will be inspired by a Pirate Topic.  This week the children have been busy creating a galleon ship in our classroom, which is the ‘Owls’ classroom, as the room’s shape lends its self so beautifully.  So far we have made sails, flags and a lovely ship’s wheel, all of which have been designed by the children.  

Craft Homework – Fun Only!

Please feel free to design and make a porthole for our room.  What would you see through the window? Some fish, a whale, an island? (This is an optional task and can be sent in anytime as this for fun only!)  If children have an alternative idea of a pirate themed item for the classroom or wish to carry out some research that would be very much appreciated.

Literacy
Speaking and Listening

Where possible children will take part in talking about their thoughts and ideas to a partner and using songs and drama.

Writing

The children will be learning Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar as set out in the Year 3 New Curriculum (SPAG) for half an hour a day and will be carrying out writing tasks on Tuesday, Wednesday and Extended writing on Thursday using ideas from a scheme called ‘The Big Write’ where the children have a series of writing tasks to help a character called Sam who is a young cabin girl to organise a Pirate Open Day on her boat the Black Shadow.
Spellings

New spellings will be set on Monday and children will be tested the following Monday.  The children will have a Look, Say Cover, Write, Check book to help them learn these during the week. Thank you for your help.

Reading

Children will take part in reading activities every morning and will take part in group reading with the teacher once a week.  Please could children read for 10-15 minutes daily and bring their reading book and record into the classroom every day.  Thank you.

Mathematics

We will be continuing to use the Abacus Maths scheme to help us deliver the New Curriculum from Monday to Thursday.  On Friday the children will apply and use their skills within problem solving and real situations.  

RE

This will take place on Monday.

Science 

Children will be taught Science on Fridays and where possible we will be working outside on our Forces Topic.

In the Afternoon Sessions your child will be in Cygnets and Swans:

Topic – The Anglo Saxons

In afternoon sessions children will be using their Literacy, Mathematic and Art skills within interesting History lessons which will focus on the Anglo Saxon invasion and Sutton Ho.
